® Section 13.0 Lighting Equipment for Garages

On page 13 there is a section about selecting luminaries for above-ground garages that briefly defines/explains
Cutoff Luminaires, Full Cutoff Luminaires, and Non-Cutoff Luminaires (aka Noncutoff Luminaires). However,
only partial and incomplete definitions of these terms are presented. To bring RP-20-98 into agreement with RP-
8-00, American National Standard Practice of Roadway Lighting, the following definitions should append and
replace the various references to luminaire cutoff found in Section 13.2 and Section13.3 of RP-20-98:

No light at or above 90 degrees

Full Cutoff: A luminaire light distribution where zero FULL CUTOFF gj ) 90 degrees
candela intensity occurs at or above an angle of 90°

above nadir. Additionally the candela per 1000 lamp
lumens does not numerically exceed 100 (10 percent) 80 degrees
at or above a vertical angle of 80° above nadir. This

. . . Candela <10% of rated lumens
applies to all lateral angles around the luminaire.

Cutoff: A luminaire light distribution where the candela
per 1000 lamp lumens does not numerically exceed 25
(2.5 percent) at or above an angle of 90° above nadir,
and 100 (10 percent) at or above a vertical angle 80°
above nadir. This applies to all lateral angles around the
luminaire.

Semicutoff: A luminaire light distribution where the can-
dela per 1000 lamp lumens does not numerically exceed
50 (5 percent) at or above an angle of 90° above nadir,
and 200 (20 percent) at or above a vertical angle 80°
above nadir. This applies to all lateral angles around the
luminaire.

Noncutoff: A luminaire light distribution where there is no
candela limitation in the zone above maximum candela.
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
